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Out of 
Uniform Days 

• Jeans or athletic pants are permitted.   
• Pants must not have holes, tears, or ragged edges. 
• Leggings may be worn with long shirts, skirts, and dresses, as long as, the student's buttocks are 

covered. 
• Shorts may be worn from the beginning of school through October and April through the end of 

school on uniform break days.   
• When hands are placed at a student’s side, the shorts should not be above the student’s 

fingertips. 
• Shirts, tops, and blouses must cover the shoulder, back and stomach at all times.   
• Tank tops, sleeveless shirts, net shirts, spaghetti straps, low necklines, muscle shirts, cropped 

shirts or sweaters are not permitted.   
• Dresses/skirts must be no shorter than 2 inches above the knee.   
• All shoes must have a solid heel and toe. Boots are permitted. 
• No light up shoes permitted.
